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Question 108. What does the seventh commandment teach us?

Answer:

That all unchastity is accursed of God,(" and that
we should therefore loathe it with our whole
heart,? and live chastely and modestly, )
whether in holy wedlock or single life.®

Bible References:

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(Q & A 108 & 109 deal with sins of adultery and fornication. In Q & A 108,
we learn that God curses the sins of adultery and fornication, so we must
loathe them and live a chaste and modest life in any situations, whether
in a married or single life. Adultery is breaking the God-instituted
marriage bond between one husband and one wife. That’s why God
curses it as if He is the one offended first of all by the adultery. In the
Old Testament times, all kinds of sexual sins were punished by death
commanded by God, Deuteronomy 22:22-27; Leviticus 18:29; 20:10-18.
Therefore it was no less sin than the sin of murder in God’s eyes, so
should be so in our own eyes.)
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(What are the purposes of holy marriage and holy sexual life between a
man and a woman?

1. A human marriage is to symbolize the relationship between Jesus
Christ and His church, Ephesians 5:23, 30-31. That’s why we Christians
can only marry to a fellow Christian in the Lord, 1 Corinthians 7:39.



2. Our marriage is to procreate our posterity following God’s blessed
command, Genesis 1:28 & 9:1. That’s why children are blessings from the
LORD God and must be products from a holy sexual activity in the bond
of marriage, Psalm 127:3.

3. A marriage between a male and a female makes each other complete
by the design of the Creator God. That’s why Adam’s single life was
considered by the Creator God, as “Not good!” Genesis 2:18. Therefore,
the female was created to complete and complement Adam’s incomplete
life as a single man by the Creator God. Likewise, a female also fulfills
God-given life’s meaning by marrying to her husband to complete him.
That’s why in our depraved status, Christian celibacy is an exception to
the rule in the Kingdom of God for the sake of the Kingdom.)
