To awaken in us at the very beginning of our
prayer that childlike reverence for and trust in
God, which are to be the ground of our prayer,
namely, that God has become our Father
through Christ, and will much less deny us what
we ask of Him in faith than our parents refuse us
earthly things.(V

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(1. The LORD’s Prayer has three parts: Our Address; Six Petitions;
Doxology. Qs and As 120 and 121 deal with the address we have in the
LORD’s Prayer.

2. Without the Spirit of God the Father nobody can call Him “Father”.
Therefore, we know that the Spirit of God first awakens in us our
adoption by God the Father and prompts us to call Him “Father”. Both
the Old Testament and the New Testament saints had the same
understanding about this matter, Jeremiah 31:9; Psalm 103:13; 1
Chronicles 29:10.

3. Even though God is not the Father of all men, in Jesus He is the
believers’ Father. All the rest have the Satan as their Father. Such
awareness makes us attentive to what environment we live in.



Remember He chose us to be His children, before the foundation of the
world, not the other way around, Ephesians 1:4.

4. Our prayer is our immediate conversation with the Father, no
intermediary being is involved between us and the Father. We call Him in
Jesus Christ our Father only being led by the Holy Spirit. Thus, we ought
to revere and love God as our Father. Reverence and love can go
together. Also we must trust God for our protection and provision for life
here and the one hereafter. By the power of the Holy Spirit through
Jesus, we call Him Father as the addressee of our Prayer.)
